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INFORMATION FOR NEW MEMBERS 2008-2009 
 
BACKGROUND 

The section was set up 31 years ago with the aim of coaching youngsters in the skills of hockey and 

feeding them into the senior sides, which has proved very successful. 

Coaching sessions are held weekly on a Sunday morning between 10.00 and 12.00, at either our club 

ground or an Astro pitch. Weekly attendance averages 100+ boys/girls, between the ages of 5 and 16, 

and they are divided into groups according to age, i.e. U9s, U12s, U14s, U16s.  

Children are taught and coached in hockey skills whilst being encouraged to enjoy the sport. Parent 

participation and the social aspect of the sport are also given great emphasis. 

Burnt Ash H.C. was the first club in London and Kent to gain Club 1st Clubmark Accreditation, 

guaranteeing high standards of tuition and child safety, and was chosen as ‘Club of the year’ by London 

Active Sport Partnership in 2005. In 2006 we were nominated by English Hockey to partner Access 

Sport, a charity which encourages participation in sport by children. In 2007 English Hockey 

nominated BAHC as one of three clubs from the whole country to represent the sport in the CCPR 

Sports Club of the Year Awards. 

Both our boys and girl’s sections at U14 and U16 levels play league hockey. 

 

LOCATION OF THE CLUB 
The club is situated in Manor Way, off Hurst Road, Bexley, Kent and can be reached, 

a) By car: - access is excellent, being just 3 mins from the A2 turnoff at Bexley, and 5 mins from the 

M25 and A20. 

b) By rail: - Bexley station (on the London – Dartford line via Sidcup) is a 3 min walk away.

a) 3 home grass pitches including a new high tech, sand based pitch. 

b) Use of two astro pitches within 15 mins of club. 

c) Clubhouse with lounge, bar, changing rooms, showers etc. Noted for its pleasant outlook and 

comfort.  

The colts section uses the two end changing rooms, and there is always plenty of hot water 

available for showers after the sessions. 

No muddy boots in the clubhouse / changing rooms please. 
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PROGRAMME OF EVENTS FOR THE SEASON 
A copy of the programme for the season will be available at the start of the season that commences 

at the beginning of October. However, it should be noted that training for the u14s and u16s starts on 

the first Sunday in September. 

Apart from the weekly training sessions the programme includes league fixtures, Stix Awards 

sessions, in which hockey skills are tested in an enjoyable way, under 12 tournaments with local 

schools, our famous parents matches at Christmas and Easter and several social events.

It is essential that warm clothing is worn, and shin pads must be worn to all sessions. We strongly 

advise that gum shields are worn at all sessions. 

In wet periods it is advisable to wear football boots on the grass pitches. 

The club has a number of hockey sticks for loan, however we strongly advise members to obtain their 

own stick as soon as possible. Sticks can be obtained at discounted prices through the club. Kit can 

also be purchased via our Colts ‘kit officer’. 

Club colours: red tops; navy blue shorts / skirts; red socks.

Soft drinks, crisps etc are available from the bar after the sessions, when colts can join senior social 

and playing members.
